Out of Country Treatment Fund

The Out of Country Medical Treatment Program
within the Ministry of Health was established
based on the Administrative Order (health)
7/2003 as a program of the government, which
aims to offer additional medical assistance to
citizens who suffer from diseases that currently
t he

can’t be treated in

institutions and wh o

treatments from their own funds. Since its
establishment in 2003, the office for managing the
out of the country treatment fund has received
6,570 applications, from which 5,721 have been
approved, while medical treatment from the
budget of the office have received over 2,300
people. The Out of Country Medical Treatment
Program of the Ministry of Health for this year

has had a fund of two million Euros.
